With an estifigte 1.5 million the
canvas, which is the star lot of the sale, date20®8 and represents one of

Mehta's latest examples from this series. feetita artist's hallmark use of
large diagonal planes of flat color, here madgtesfidcuted in starkly
contrasting tones of red and magenta with pvigtites. Living in India during
Partition and after World War Il, Mehta experiefistdand the violence,
anguish and distress of the period, to which segpiefbute his consistent
illustration of struggle in his canvases througha#reer. The enormous bird
and central human figure portrayed here twist thtbagcanvas, violently
distorted in their entwinement, yet the pictureatddyi balances the struggle
with the sparseness of line and deceptively simplasition for which Mehta’'s
later work is lauded.
